During this ceremony short versions of Khmer Rouge survivors’ life stories, documented as a
written testimony with the help of TPO counselors, will be read aloud in the pagoda in front of
Buddhist monks reflecting the significance of traditional coping mechanisms in Cambodia's spirit-
based culture. The presence of an audience consisting of other survivors, relatives, community
members, local authorities, government officials, NGOs, youth and others, helps the public
acknowledgement of suffering, the de-stigmatization of survivors and restores their dignity. The
ceremony also allows the survivors to ease the suffering of the spirits of ancestors and pay respect
to deceased relatives. Your presence would be highly appreciated by the participants as a sign of
your support to them in terms of recognizing their suffering, their healing and their efforts to
participate in and find justice through the process of transitional justice. We hope to see you there!
